General Information

Study issues

The Erasmus Office has no responsibility for the study path or module choices chosen by a student.  All enquiries received by the Erasmus Office with regards to a students’ study will be directed to the relevant School.  This includes any information requested prior to arrival (module catalogues and choices, learning agreements etc), as well as issues once a student arrives (changing module choice, timetable clashes etc).

The Erasmus Office also plays no part in the enrolment process, and cannot enrol students.  Any queries should be directed to our Central Registry at enrolment@cf.ac.uk
Accommodation issues

Students coming to Cardiff under the Erasmus scheme to study for a full academic year (nine months) are guaranteed a place in University-owned accommodation. 

However, students coming to Cardiff for only one semester (some postgraduate students may arrive mid-way through a semester) cannot be guaranteed University-owned accommodation.

The Erasmus Office issues a comprehensive Welcome Pack to all new incoming students which contains information regarding how to apply for accommodation.  Those students not staying for a full academic year are welcome to apply for university-owned accommodation, but it is not guaranteed.  Should they wish to look for a room on the private market, advice is available to them from the Student Advisory Centre and in the Welcome Pack.

Airport Collection

Erasmus students are eligible to participate in the airport collection scheme from both Heathrow and Cardiff Airport. Further information, including collection dates and costs will be communicated to the incoming students on our Induction pages. 

Induction Programme

For students arriving in September, the Students Union organises activities designed to enhance the experience of all home, International and European students. These activities including information fairs, opportunities to join societies, evening parties and discos.

The International Development Division also co-ordinates a range of events for new international students in the week before enrolment each year. The aim of the induction programme is to help the students settle in to their accommodation, find their way around the local area and resolve any questions that they may have. English Language

It is the responsibility of the sending institution (i.e. the partner institution) to ensure that all students they send have an adequate level of English. All students should have a sufficient level of English so as to be able to participate fully in their scheme of study. 

In-sessional English language courses are available for all Erasmus students, although these sessions are primarily designed to provide English language support to full fee paying international students. Incoming Student Mobility Procedure

Step 1

It is the responsibility of the School to accept or decline an incoming Erasmus student and to inform the partner institution as appropriate. This decision should be based on the student’s ability to follow and benefit from their chosen scheme of study.

Step 2

The School must send a ‘Registration Form for Visiting Erasmus Students' to all successful students. A template of the form can be downloaded from here. Each student must be sent an individual form, which must be returned by the student to REGIS. 

Additionally, the School must send the following information to the Erasmus Office:

• The student’s full name;
• The Erasmus code of the partner institution (this information can be found on the Erasmus Website);
• Length of study period (in months).

Step 3

Once REGIS has received the ‘Registration Form for Visiting Erasmus Students’ from the student, a student record will be created on SIMS. At this point, the Erasmus Office will distribute a Welcome Pack to each student (containing accommodation information etc) and REGIS will distribute enrolment information as appropriate

Thereafter, the Erasmus Office will act as a first point of contact for student queries. Students may contact the Erasmus Office at erasmus@cf.ac.uk. If queries cannot be dealt with by the Erasmus Office, they will be forwarded to the School, Registry or Residences accordingly.
